An estimate and draft of a tentative contract has been received.   Following discussion, it was agreed that we should get another quote to host our own website.  President Nowacki would like to see additional detail for time, materials and training and to also include cost of customary charges included in the contract.  
     Discussion was held regarding the proposal as forwarded by Eco-Resource Consulting on the White Paper on Lake Management of Pewaukee Lake.  President Nowacki asked, “ do we have a recommendation to accept the proposal from Eco-Resource Consulting to do the White Paper”? Larry Krause, so moved. John Ruf 2nd. All voted Aye. The Commission requested that Charlie Shong research if any funds might be available from Grants and to get clarification on the billing schedule prior to signing the contract.
