Legal Report – Attorney Ward has received the appraisal paid for by the District from Larkin Appraisal, Inc. on the WE Energies property in the amount of $45,000.00.  Discussion was held regarding an Offer to Purchase.   The Commission authorized Superintendent Charles Shong and Attorney Ward to contact WE Energies for further negotiations. 
At this time there is nothing to report on the status of Berres vs Rural Mutual Insurance matter.  
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Unfinished Business- Charles Shong presented the rough draft of an Addendum to the Lake Management Plan.  This is in response to the recommendations from the Eco Resource study.  

Discussion was held regarding suggestions on how to fund the above surveys.

New Business – Charles Shong has received two (2) bids for the generators for Station #8.   Charles presented his recommendations following the presentation of the bids received.
Superintendent Report – Sewer Report – Charles Shong reported that the crew is flushing sewers and it is going very well.  To avoid getting zebra muscles in the sewers from lake water, the District has purchased water from the Cities of Pewaukee & Delafield and Village of Hartland to complete flushing. 

 Lake Report- Harvesting- The Lake cleanup is winding down for the season due to the majority of students will be gone in two weeks.
