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Superintendent Report – Sewer Report – Pumping Station #8 is near completion.  We are waiting for the electricians from the Total Mechanical Company to finish.  
We have started to build Pumping Station #13.

The new pumps for Pumping Station #7 are working nicely.

Lake Report- Charlie has a possible replacement for John Miller.  It was requested by the Commission for Charlie to update the job description for the Lake Supervisor position.  

New Business –Charlie presented the “Clean Boats Clean Waters” program which he suggested be done at the launch sites.  The Department of Natural Resource will pay a 75% cost share up to $2,500. 00.  It was suggested to contact the City of Pewaukee to see if they would also like to participate.  Following discussion, a Motion to pass a resolution to support the Grant for Invasive Species was made and carried.
