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MINUTES                         REGULAR MEETING                July 20, 2010
The Regular Meeting of the Lake Pewaukee Sanitary District (LPSD) was duly convened at the Administration Building on the 20th day of July.  This meeting was properly noticed.  Chairman Richard Nowacki, Commissioners Krause and Ruf were present.  Also in attendance: Accountant James O’Brien; Attorney James Ward; Superintendent Charles Shong; Recording Secretary, Rita Michaelsen and citizens Jay and Audrey Sindic.
Call to Order – Chairman Nowacki called the meeting to order at 6:30 P.M.
New Business-Jay Sindic, representing his parents Audrey & John Sindic ,  came before the board to request a reimbursement of quarterly sewer charges of one of the three RUE’s on DELT-813026, N20 W28430 Beach Road.  Following the discussion, the Commissioners requested that the matter be put on the August 17th Agenda in order to research the details and facts before making  decision on the Sindic’s request. 
Citizens Request –None present.
Approval of Minutes – Richard Nowacki requested a Motion to approve the Minutes of the June 14, 2010 meeting.  John Ruf so moved.   All said aye.

Financial Report –James O’Brien presented the financial statements for June.  Richard Nowacki asked for a Motion to approve the June statements as presented. John so moved. Larry Krause seconded.   The motion passed unanimously.

John Ruf made a Motion to approve vouchers for payment.  Dick Nowacki seconded.

Legal Report – The letter received from the DNR in response to our concerns to eradicate the invasive aquatic plant, the Yellow Floating Heart was discussed.
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Unfinished Business- The Commissioners discussed the responses from our letters sent to all communities that may be affected by the construction of the Pewaukee Lake outlow.

1.  A letter has been received from Mary Elsner, Town of Delafield, supporting a Public Informational meeting re the Pewaukee Lake outflow at the Village.

2.  The City of Pewaukee will discuss a request for an informational meeting at their next board meeting.  
New Business Cont’d–The Accountant presented a modification to the Health Insurance Benefits for Employees and spouses over the age of 65 since Lake Pewaukee Sanitary District has under 20 people on its health plan.  Richard Nowacki requested the Accountant to make the appropriate changes.   They will be reviewed on an annual basis.  
Richard Nowacki requested a Motion be made to amend the current health care plan to accept the recommendation presented by the Accountant.  So moved by John Ruf. Seconded by Larry Krause.  All said aye.
 Superintendent Report-Sewer Report
Charlie Shong gave a report of the Village beach closing on the 24th of June.  Testing of the beach was done by the Pewaukee Park & Rec department on June 23, 2010.  A discharge was done on June 23, 2010 four miles from the beach at the Administration Building on        Oak Street, which does not drain into the lake. 

During the last 5” rainstorm July 15, 2010, no discharge was done.

Lake Report -This month we have not received too many calls.  Crews are doing a good job.  This year there are more weeds than last year.
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Next Meeting-The next meeting is August 17th, 2010 at 6:30P.M.  There being no further business brought before the board, Richard Nowacki made a Motion to adjourn at 8:36 P.M., All said Aye.
