Lake Report- Supt. Shong received a list from the DNR of the sixty-four(64) properties that were treated with chemicals on September 12th & 13th.  These properties are to be marked by the chemical company so that our cleanup crews are not exposed to the 2-4D. 
We will continue lake cleanup into the fall.
