Financial Report –The accountant gave a review of the financial statements.  John Ruf made a Motion to approve the November statements as presented.  Larry Krause 2nd.  All said aye. 

Larry Krause made a Motion to approve vouchers for payment. Richard Nowacki 2nd: Lake ($2,153.56) Sewer ($46,550.38). All said aye.
The accountant opened the two bids received for the 2008 audit at 5:50 P.M.  Following a discussion, Richard Nowacki recommended to accept the bid from Reilly, Penner, Benton of $7,100.  So moved, Larry Krause.  2nd by John Ruf.  All said Aye.

Unfinished Business- Charlie Shong contacted David White, Village of Pewaukee, to see if there is interest in getting a group together in late March or April, from the communities surrounding the lake, to explore different approaches to improve the ability to control lake levels and react to them”.  He will also speak with the City of Pewaukee, the Town of Delafield, the D.N.R. and SEWRPC.   Following the fact finding forum and what is actually reasonable to expect, than have a public presentation to get out the actual information.  
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Superintendent Report – Sewer Report – Update on the construction of Pumping Station #8.

The concrete is done.  The generator building structure is almost complete.  The new pumps have been received.  Station should be completed in January. 

Lake Report- John Miller has announced his retirement as Lake Supervisor.

New Business –John Ruf made a Motion and Larry Krause 2nd at 6:25 P.M. to adjourn to a closed executive session as permitted by WI[19.85(1)(c)] statue to discuss the employee wage and benefit package for 2009 as presented by Accountant James O’Brien.
