Unfinished Business –
·  Following discussion, A Motion was made by Commissioner Ruf to implement the Policy of Article II, Section 6 of Ordinance 102 with the additional modifications.  Commissioner Krause 2nd the motion. All voted aye.
· Discussion was held on the requested changes to Sewer Connections in Ordinance 102.  Attorney Ward will draft proposed changes and present them at the next meeting.       

· Sewer connection of the Hoeft/Neumann’s property (DELT 766993, 76994 & 766998.005) is still pending.  
· Larry Krause requested the Web Page for LPSD be put on next months agenda.

Legal Report – Attorney Ward reported that the sewer service contract for Foxwood Estates was signed by the Village of Hartland on June 27, 2005 and the Town of Delafield signed on June 14th.  The construction is to start in the near future. 
At this time there is no news on the Corona land purchase.  We have made an offer that has not been accepted.
Superintendent Report –
· The upgrading of all radios was done by Kamp/Synergy at Stations #3, #4 & #5.  No problems with communications since the new radios have been installed.  The PLC at Station #7 will be updated soon.  

· LPSD will send a letter regarding the storage on the easement at Station #4 to all property easement holders of record.
· Another person has been hired to replace the lake crew member that quit.
· The Commission directed Mr. Shong to hire another employee in order to add another harvester for better service due to the increase of floating weeds coming in from the eastern basin.

· Charlie Shong reported on the meeting with the DNR representatives regarding the floating weeds from the eastern basin.

·   President Nowacki will request a copy of the City of Pewaukee’s minutes from their June 20, 2005 meeting.
