A rough draft of the agreement for the reconfiguration of the easement on the Ogden property at Happy Hollow Road has been drafted, but Attorney Ward is waiting for the legal descriptions from Jahnke & Jahnke that will be inserted in the agreement.  
The Town of Delafield has approved the Frank Street road vacation and easement agreement subject to a final review of all documentation. 
Unfinished Business – Charlie Shong reported on various Lake Districts, the number of web sites he found and their content.   Commissioner Ruf suggested we should determine what we want the site to contain in order to get the start up and maintenance costs per year.   
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Mr. Shong will gather the materials together as to what will be on the Web Site in order to get a quote for start up and annual maintenance costs.   

 Superintendent Report – Since the heavy rain, we are checking for sump pumps that are connected into the sanitary sewer. This is an illegal connection.  We have found some and they were disconnected.
