Unfinished Business –Supt. Shong reported that he approves of the changes now made to the Eco-Resource White Paper. Following discussion regarding the requested revisions, Dick Nowacki said he was hoping that the revisions had been more extensive by changing the body of the report.
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Charlie Shong will call Eco-Resource regarding the last bill that went over the contracted $10,000.00 cost and will also inquire on the cost of attending any public meetings.    
New Business –Richard Nowacki reported that he spoke with Matt Weber from the Pewaukee Yacht Club regarding the launch ramp next to the Lake Building.  At this time they are still looking to do, and the plan is to complete the project by the end of this summer.  Richard Nowacki requested that the discussion and possible action on cost share be tabled until next month.  
Attorney Ward reported on his findings of the issue regarding the sewer backup at the Beres residence.  Richard Nowacki requested Attorney Ward to draft a policy or guide lines on procedure for handling sewer backups and damage cost that may occur to the District.   

Superintendent Report – Sewer Report –Supt. Shong reported that they are half done flushing the main lines. 

Lake Report- Supt. Shong gave a report on the load comparison report for 2007 versus 2006.  The total loads are about the same amount as last year, but the harvested loads are a greater percentage this year.
