Call to Order – Chairman Nowacki called the meeting to order at 6:35 P.M.
Citizens Request –NONE
Approval of Minutes – Larry Krause made a Motion to approve the Minutes of the March 17th meeting.  John Ruf 2nd.   All said aye.  

Financial Report – Following the review by the accountant of the March financial statements, Richard Nowacki made a Motion to approve.  Larry Krause 2nd.  All said Aye.  
The accountant presented a report showing projected savings to the District by paying off some debt vs. keeping the funds in low interest rate CD’s at this time.
Larry Krause made a Motion to approve vouchers for payment. John Ruf 2nd: Lake ($3,686.56) Sewer ($67,233.59).  All said aye.
Legal Report – Following a discussion re the cover letter that will be sent to the Pewaukee Yacht Club (PYC) with the cost share check for the boat ramp reconstruction,  will be postponed until PYC has a signed contract.   
The WEPCO underground easement replaces the on the ground easement.  

Unfinished Business- Charlie Shong reported that the Lake Elevation meeting will be held on April 29th, 2009 at the Pewaukee Library.  
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The review of the Ordinances will be postponed until the May  meeting.

Superintendent Report
 Sewer Report -
Pumping Station #8 is up and running.  

The sewer crew has been looking for leaks over the last month. A leak was repaired on Lakeview using our own packer.  They also found a significant leak on Beach Park Circle.  While checking for leaks they also found several sump pumps discharging into the sewers.

Lake Report-
1. Charlie reported that they removed a dead deer from the lake. 

2. The tracks are in at the Lake building launch.

3. Mary Eloranta has started working, and will review her rate of pay over time.  

4. Charlie proposed that we participate in the Clean Boats, Clean Waters” program.  He will apply for a grant or request funds from the City Tourist Fund. He would like to hire Sarah Bowman for the summer. Starting pay of $8.50 with a minimum of 300 hours.  The program would be run at the County, City & Smokie’s launch.  The Commission would like Sarah to come and give an overview of her program at the May meeting.  

5. The crew did a prairie burn at the school and over at Hwy KE.  Weather permitting; we will be burning the Glacier Road Prairie next week.  Mary Eloranta is speaking to the Sommerset Homeowners Association tonight regarding use of our land.  The Commissioners requested that we establish an annual schedule to walk all of our properties and check the boundaries to keep the area’s clean. 
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6. Charlie discussed the application requests and letters regarding application of chemicals in the lake.  
7. Charlie attended the Wisconsin Association of Lakes convention on invasive species.
