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MINUTES                         REGULAR MEETING                       December 15, 2005
The Regular Meeting of the Lake Pewaukee Sanitary District was duly convened at the Administration Building on the 15th day of December.  This meeting has been properly noticed.  Chairman Nowacki and Commissioner’s Ruf and Krause, Treasurer Shelby Engel were present.  Also in attendance: Attorney James Ward; Accountant James O’Brien; Charles Shong, Supt.;  Rita Michaelsen, Recording Secretary; Pete Van Horn, Supervisor, Town of Delafield; along with citizen’s Fritz Ruf, Paul Good and John Engel.    
Call to Order – 
Citizens Request –None
Approval of Minutes – A Motion was made and carried unanimously to approve the Minutes of the November 17th meeting.  
Financial Report – 
A Motion was made by John Ruf and seconded by Larry Krause, unanimously carried to approve the Financial Reports for November.  A Motion was made and carried to approve vouchers for payment:  Lake ($9,701.44) Sewer ($39,120.23)
The accountant opened the two audit proposals that were received, followed by discussion. 

Since it was not listed on the Agenda to take action, a special meeting will be held on December 21, 2005, 8:00AM to review and make the decision of which proposal to accept.    

Legal Report – No change in the status of the Hwy JJ possible purchase.
Unfinished Business – Commissioner Krause reported that the Town of Delafield will allow us to put our Web Page on their site at this time.  President Nowacki asked if he would come up with a proposal that would list items and features he would like to include in the web site and present it at the next meeting.     
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Superintendent Shong reported that he spoke with the City of Delafield regarding the request from De la Mora for sewer service on Hwy 83.  Following discussion, Charlie suggested he write a letter to the City to make them aware that LPSD does not have a strong desire to service that area.
Superintendent Report – Charlie Shong reported that Foxwood Estates disconnected from our sewer system on December 14, 2005.
Quotes have been requested for the purchase of a new district van, which is in the budget.   

New Business – President Nowacki made a Motion and Larry Krause seconded at 6:50 P.M. to adjourn to a closed executive session as permitted by WI[19.85(1)(c)] statue to discuss the wage and benefit package for 2006, and to reconvene in open session immediately upon the conclusion of the closed session.  A roll call was taken, all Commissioners voted aye.  Attorney Ward and Accountant Jim O’Brien were also present. They reviewed the recommendations from Accountant O’Brien and made adjustments. 
A Motion was made by Larry Krause, 2nd by John Ruf to approve the Wage & Benefits package as modified.  Passed unanimously.
A Motion to approve the 2005 SEP Contribution to be paid in 2006 at the current 11% of gross wages was made by Larry Krause, 2nd by John Ruf.  Passed unanimously.
