Approval of Minutes – John Ruf made a Motion to approve the Minutes of the November 22nd  meeting.  Larry Krause, 2nd.   Motion passed unanimously. 

Financial Report – The accountant gave a review of the financial statements. Richard Nowacki made a motion to accept the November statements as presented.  John Ruf 2nd.  All voted aye.

John Ruf made a Motion to approve vouchers for payment.  Richard Nowacki 2nd: Lake ($16,064.40) Sewer ($142,507.72). All said aye.

Resource Consulting.
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Superintendent Report – Sewer Report –A project repairing drain tile originally installed by the District on Peterson Drive was completed this week.  

The replacement of motors at Station #11 will be scheduled for next year.   
A letter has been drafted to the Town of Delafield regarding the District requirements in order to obtain a disconnect permit.
Charlie Shong gave an update on the status of LPSD’s Web Page.  A meeting with Web Centers has been planned for January. 
Lake Report- At this time we are doing maintenance and repairs on a transport.   Our next project will be to upgrade or replace the motor on the shore barges.
 New Business – Larry Krause made a Motion and John Ruf 2nd at 6:20 P.M. to adjourn to a closed executive session as permitted by WI[19,.85(1)(c)] statue to discuss the wage and benefit package for 2007, and to reconvene in open session immediately upon the conclusion of the closed session.  A roll call vote was taken: Commissioners Richard Nowacki, Larry Krause, and John Ruf all voted Aye.  Attorney Ward, Accountant Jim O’Brien and Superintendent Charles Shong were also present.  John Ruf made a Motion to go back into open session.  Larry Krause 2nd. All voted aye.   Following a discussion, a Motion was made by Larry Krause, 2nd by John Ruf to approve the modified Wage & Benefits package document initially presented by Jim O’Brien.  Passed unanimously.
A Motion to approve the 2006 SEP Contribution to be paid in 2007 at the current 11% of gross wages was made by Larry Krause, 2nd by John Ruf. Passed unanimously.
