Approval of Minutes – Larry Krause made a Motion to approve the Minutes of the December 18th meeting.  Richard Nowacki 2nd.   Motion passed unanimously. 

Financial Report – The accountant gave a review of the financial statements. Richard Nowacki made a motion to accept the December statements as presented.  Larry Krause 2nd.  All voted aye.

Richard Nowacki made a Motion to approve vouchers for payment.  Larry Krause 2nd: Lake ($22,294.04) Sewer ($59,593.38). All said aye.
Legal Report – Attorney Ward reported that the survey reports on both parcels re the WE Energies property and Station #10 should be coming soon.  

Unfinished Business – Dick Nowacki reported on the status of the Pewaukee Yacht Club launch ramp project.    

Following a discussion regarding the Eco-Resource White Paper, it was requested that the matter be put on the February Agenda for further discussion and possible action.
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 Superintendent Report – Sewer Report –Charles Shong had Kamp/Synergy do a survey to evaluate station communications, using radio contact versus the 15 pairs of dedicated phone lines for communication from the pumping stations for the alarm system.  The current cost to change over to radio is approximately $26,000.00.
Charles Shong requested Chuck Anderson, Strand Engineering to research using Flygt submersible pumps to upgrade Station #5.  The cost could be paid out of the Capital Fund. 
Lake Report- The third shore unit motor installation along with all new hoses is almost completed.  The transports will get all new belting installed.  At this time there will not be any monies available from the Wisconsin Waterways Commission if any, until June 2008.  The Wisconsin Waterways Commission did not fund any chemical treatment or harvesters in 2007.
Discussion was held regarding cutting down some trees and vegetation to improve the quality of the water draining into the lake from the property owned by the District north of the Rocky Point subdivision.
