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MINUTES                         REGULAR MEETING             January 18, 2011
The Regular Meeting of the Lake Pewaukee Sanitary District (LPSD) was duly convened at the Administration Building on the 18th day of January.  This meeting was properly noticed.  Chairman Richard Nowacki and Commissioner Krause were present.  John Ruf participated by a telephone conference call.  Also in attendance: Attorney James Ward; Accountant James O’Brien; Superintendent Charles Shong; Recording Secretary, Rita Michaelsen.
Call to Order – Chairman Nowacki called the meeting to order at 6:30 P.M.
Citizens Request –None 

Approval of Minutes – Richard Nowacki made a Motion to approve the Minutes of the December 15, 2010 meeting.  2nd by Larry Krause.   All said aye.

Financial Report –James O’Brien presented the financial statements for December.    Richard Nowacki made a motion to approve the December statements as presented.  Larry Krause so moved. Dick Nowacki 2nd.  All said Aye.

Richard Nowacki made a Motion to approve vouchers for payment.  Larry Krause 2nd.  The Motion passed unanimously.  Lake ($7,430.33) Sewer ($87,847.57). 

Legal Report – Attorney Ward requested that the proposed agreement with the City of Pewaukee to allow LPSD to put an antenna for our radios on their standpipe at Carmelite Road be placed on the Agenda for February.  
Unfinished Business- The reimbursement funds ($8251.00) from the DNR for the Aquatic Invasive Species Control Grant (Yellow Floating Heart) for Donna Vrakas property were received.  
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Mary Elsner, Clerk/Treasurer, Town of Delafield, has sent LPSD a statement showing all payments that will be made to distribute a total refund of $22,833.13 covering years 2006 thru 2009 to Foxwood Estate property owners inadvertently charged for the Lake Pewaukee Sanitary District tax levy.  

New Business-Charles Shong reported on the list of Recommendations from the White Paper.   He went through the list and discussed how each point has been addressed by the District.  Following discussion, it was suggested that sampling be done in both basins.  The DNR is already doing the western basin.  We can contract with the DNR to take samples of the eastern basin.  Cost would be approximately $700 for the State Lab Hygiene sampling reports.

Richard Nowacki reviewed the plan to hire a new superintendent.  Following discussion, the commission finalized the verbiage and the plan for placing ads in various publications.
Superintendent Report- 

Sewer Report –The pumps at Pumping Station #13 have now been updated. They are now the most efficient pumps in our system.  
Lake Report – Charles Shong reported that they removed the superstructure from the old transport and will be using it for the new shore barge.  At this time the unit is being sandblasted. 
Next Meeting-The next meeting is February 15th, 2011 at 6:30P.M.  There being no further business brought before the board, Richard Nowacki made a Motion to adjourn at 8:15 P.M. All said Aye.
