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MINUTES                         REGULAR MEETING                      June 20, 2006
The Regular Meeting of the Lake Pewaukee Sanitary District was duly convened at the Administration Building on the 20th day of June.  This meeting has been properly noticed.   Chairman Nowacki, Commissioner’s Ruf and Krause were present.  Also in attendance: Attorney James Ward; Accountant James O’Brien; Charles Shong, Supt.; Citizen Paul Good and Rita Michaelsen, Recording Secretary.    
Call to Order – 
Citizens Request –David Davis, DELT 768046, Lakeside Road, sent a written request to reduce the RUES for the summer cottage on his property. A Motion was made by Larry Krause to reduce the 1 RUE for the summer cottage to.25 RUE, subject to verification of a deed restriction and with the condition that Mr. Davis pays all costs of our Attorney to do the research for documentation. John Ruf seconded. All voted aye.
Approval of Minutes – Larry Krause made a Motion to approve the Minutes of the May 17th meeting.  John Ruf 2nd.   Motion passed unanimously. 

Financial Report – The accountant gave a review of the financial statements.  Larry Krause made a Motion to approve the financial statements for April and May as presented.  John Ruf seconded.  Motion passed unanimously. 
Larry Krause made a Motion to approve vouchers for payment.  John Ruf 2nd: 
Lake ($36,024.59) Sewer ($31,867.75).

Legal Report – Larry Krause made a motion to approve the proposed reconfigured easement for the Ogden property right-of-way at Happy Hollow Road, subject to the approval and execution of the proposed easement agreement.  John Ruf seconded. All voted Aye.
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Unfinished Business – 
John Ruf has reviewed the materials supplied by Charlie Shong for inclusion on the Web Page.  He will create a flow chart as to what the content of the 1st version might look like.
Charlie Shong reported that since the Hoeft/Neumann (Delt 766993,766994 & 766998.005) request for a sewer connection will not proceed due to lack of signed easements, they now are requesting to withdraw from the District.  He must go before the Town of Delafield Board to request a detachment.  

New Business – None

Superintendent Report – Charlie Shong, Superintendent along with Ryan Atman, Strand Engineering of Milwaukee, will attend the Technical Advisory Committee meeting on June 22, 2006 for the Fox River Water Pollution Control Center (WPCC). 
Lake Report- Lake properties that received a permit from the DNR to chemically treat their shorelines were done last week on Wednesday and Thursday.  We only picked up piles in those areas.  No shore line cleanup or harvesting was done in those areas marked.  Marine Biochemists, the chemical company that applied the 2-4-D, requested that we do not harvest for two weeks in those areas that have been treated. 

A Motion was made by John Ruf to approve the Pewaukee Lake Plant Near Shore Minnow Survey, and the Pewaukee Lake Plant Monitoring to be done by Dr. Anderson, Wisconsin Lutheran College, but requested that the above listed study contracts include a payment schedule, completion date, not to exceed $5,000 clause, and a penalty clause if not completed by the agreed deadline date.   2nd by Larry Krause.  All voted Aye.
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The District has been contacted by an engineering firm that has a client that needs to do wetland mitigation and asked if we have an area they could mitigate.  They have submitted a rough plan for the Somerset wetland/prairie restoration area.  A final plan will be presented by next month’s meeting. 
Charlie Shong has a draft of abstract for his Report on a white paper on the use of chemicals in Pewaukee Lake.  The Commission requested that the abstract be available for the next meeting.
