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Unfinished Business- Richard Nowacki reported on the status of the Pewaukee Yacht Club boat ramp construction and what needs to be done yet to be completed.

New Business – Charles Shong, Superintendent requested that a policy regarding shore cleanup in chemically treated areas be put in writing. Attorney Ward provided a rough draft.  Sewer Report -
1. The effect of the heavy rain and debris in the sewer system ten days ago.   

2. Rita Michaelsen now is a weather observer for precipitation and records, on a daily basis, any accumulation of rain from our gauge just outside the building; and then she forwards this information via email to the National Weather Service. 
3. Estimated cost for Station #8 was $105,000.00.  The actual cost was just over   $63,000.00, not including the new pumps.  

Lake Report-
1. Not much out there as far as weeds.  
2. The chemical treatment was done on June 15, 2009; about one half of the proposed properties were treated.  To date LPSD hasn’t received the list of addresses of the treated properties, only a map with red dots.
