Call to Order – Chairman Nowacki called meeting to order at 6:30 P.M.
Citizens Request –Robert & Patty Beres of W306 N2446 Golf Hills Drive addressed the Commission to request reimbursement of expenses that they incurred from the raw sewage that backed up into their house on 5/6/07 caused by roots blocking the main line. The main was apparently damaged by a contractor installing a lateral in the early nineties.  Discussion was held regarding what caused the backup and what procedures were done to correct it.   Attorney Ward was asked by the Commission to investigate laws regarding similar cases.   Attorney Ward asked the Beres to submit an itemized list of all the expenses they incurred to Superintendent Charles Shong.
