The Regular Meeting of the Lake Pewaukee Sanitary District was duly convened at the Administration Building on the 18th day of March.  This meeting has been properly noticed.   Commissioner Krause and Ruf were present.  Also in attendance: Attorney James Ward; Acct. James O’Brien; Charles Shong, Supt.; Rita Michaelsen, Recording Secretary.  

Call to Order – 
Citizens Request –NONE
Approval of Minutes – Larry Krause made a Motion to approve the Minutes of the February 21st meeting.  John Ruf 2nd.   Motion passed unanimously. 

Financial Report – The accountant gave a review of the financial statements. John Ruf made a motion to accept the February statements as presented.  Larry Krause 2nd.  All voted aye.

John Ruf made a Motion to approve vouchers for payment.  Larry Krause 2nd: Lake ($2,273.96) Sewer ($23,881.70). All said aye.
The Attorney and Accountant upon review found that an annual audit is state mandated. 

Legal Report – Attorney Ward reported that the Plat of Survey for Rocky Point Avenue was completed and forwarded to LPSD.  Charles Shong presented the Plat at the meeting.
Unfinished Business-The report on the Pewaukee Yacht Club launch ramp project will be postponed until the next meeting.
 Discussion was held regarding the White Paper; Larry Krause suggested that we use our website instead of a presentation.  Further discussion will be held at our next meeting.

New Business –Charles Shong presented the Site Plans for Maple Bluff Estates which has 13 units.  The sewer will be a private system that will be built and maintained by Maple Bluff
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Estates.  LPSD will require an on site inspector for the sewer installation.  Approval is subject

to final review by Attorney Ward, Engineer Chuck Anderson, and approval of the DNR.
The Wastewater Conveyance and Treatment Capacity Charge are to be paid prior to construction.  A Letter of Credit (bank issued), must be approved by Attorney Ward.  A Motion was made and carried accepting the Developers agreement for Maple Bluff Estates upon meeting all the approvals as noted and upon final legal review. All in favor, Aye. 
Superintendent Report – Sewer Report – Charles Shong and Cory Mathisen have been checking for any leaks and sump pumps dispensing into the system.  They did locate a sump pump violation today and will notify the home owner of the citation ordinance.
Following review of the report on Station #5 from Strand Engineering regarding installing submersible pumps as a back up system, due to the size of the wet well it cannot be done.  The Commission recommended that Charles Shong continue doing research to find an alternate emergency backup system in case of a catastrophic failure. 

Lake Report-Charles Shong reported that one transport has been refurbished, and that the second one is almost done.  
The Girl Scouts will again attend the Wisconsin Association of Lakes Convention held April 17-19.  They are doing the Clean Boats- Clean Water Program.  They have received a grant from the Wisconsin Association of Lakes.
 The next meeting is Tuesday, April 15, 2008 at 6:30P.M.  There being no further business brought before the board, John Ruf made the Motion to adjourn at 7:45P.M., Commissioner Krause 2nd. All voted Aye.
