Call to Order – 
Citizens Request –None
Approval of Minutes – John Ruf made a Motion to approve the Minutes of the April 18th meeting.  Larry Krause 2nd.   Motion passed unanimously. 

Financial Report – The accountant gave a report concerning reconciliation of budgeted revenues and expenditures to the revenues and expenses that are reported on the monthly interim financial statements. 
A Motion was made and carried unanimously to amend the Budget to include the City of Pewaukee Lake Management Contract for 2006.   

A Motion was made and carried unanimously to approve vouchers for payment: 
Lake ($2,952.50) Sewer ($63,672.84).

Legal Report – Charlie Shong will do a proposal for cost of signage to post District lands.

Attorney Ward has received the legal descriptions from Jahnke & Jahnke for the two easements for the Ogden property at Happy Hollow Road. The Commissioners requested that the property be staked as to where the existing easement is and where the proposed easement will be prior to signing the proposed easement agreement.
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Unfinished Business –

Charlie Shong spoke with Hoeft/Neumann (Delt 766993,766994 & 766998.005) request for the sewer connection regarding their proposed Small Developers Agreement prior to the 

meeting.  At this time they do not have a final agreement with all parties or signed 

easements to go forward. 

Superintendent Report – The sewer crew is finding leaks and doing repairs as needed.

A tractor was rented to fix several manholes and to repair the lateral at DELT 814048, W286 W2091 Angela Avenue.
Lake Report- New piers were constructed at the lake building.  The shore crews are out already, and by the end of the week they will have gone around once.

A Motion was made and approved to have an aquatic plant and fish study done at a cost not to exceed $5,000    

New Business –President Nowacki requested a Motion to go into closed session.  Commissioner Krause made a Motion to adjourn to a closed executive session as permitted Wisconsin Statue 19.85(1)(g) to discuss with legal counsel concerning possible litigation strategy in regard to application(s) for chemical treatment of Eurasian milfoil in Pewaukee Lake. Commissioner Ruf seconded.  All voted yes to go into closed session.
A Motion was made by Larry Krause to go into open meeting.  John Ruf seconded.  A roll call vote was taken; it was unanimous.
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As a result of the closed session, a special meeting was scheduled to be held on Monday, May 22, 2006 at 6:30PM to continue discussion.
