Legal Report – The Pewaukee Yacht Club (PYC) now has a signed contract for the boat ramp reconstruction.   Construction will begin on June 1st, 2009.  The cost share check in the amount of $5,500.00 will be sent along with a cover letter to the PYC.  
Unfinished Business- Richard Nowacki reported on the Lake Elevation meeting held on April 29th, 2009 at the Pewaukee Library. The people involved thought that the meeting was good and accomplished everything they thought it should.   Approximately 80 people attended.  Michelle, DNR representative reported that an inspection will be done on the spillway for the dam to determine if adequate.  David White, Engineer said the dam is working as it should be. Richard Nowacki thanked Charlie and Larry for setting up the meeting.
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New Business – Sarah Bowman, Lake Ambassador for Clean Water, Clean Boats did a presentation for the Commission showing that the main program using hand outs,  teaches boaters about invasive species, and how they can reduce the spread and also educates them with a water craft inspection report.  Reports are than sent to Clean Water, Clean Boats on their website.  Sarah is making the rounds at all of the public launches.  The Commission thanked Sarah for her presentation.

1. The new motors for Pumping Station #13 & #5 have arrived.  

2. The sewer crew continues to look for leaks to repair. Still working on the leak at Beach Park. Leak is approximately 115 ft down the line.  We also had an emergency call at Lakeside.

2. The DNR has issued permits for chemical treatment.  To date LPSD hasn’t received a copy of the permit.
