Call to Order – Chairman Nowacki called meeting to order at 6:35 P.M.
Citizens Request – None 
Approval of Minutes – Chairman Nowacki made a motion to approve the Minutes of the October 18th meeting.  Larry Krause 2nd.   Motion passed unanimously.
Financial Report –The accountant gave a review of the financial statements.  Larry Krause made a Motion to approve the financial statements for October as presented.  Chairman Nowacki 2nd.  All said aye. 
Larry Krause made a Motion to approve the vouchers for payment.  Chairman Nowacki 2nd. Lake ($2,142.06) Sewer ($75,099.52) All said aye.

Legal Report – Attorney Ward reported that we have received a copy of the appraisal done for We Energies by Single Source, Inc.  Following receipt of the Certified Survey, the Attorney will then contact We Energies
Unfinished Business – Supt. Shong gave an update on what was required of LPSD in order for the insurance company to continue processing the claim against the District by Robert Beres re a sewer backup.  A Motion was made by President Richard Nowacki to deny the claim to Beres. 2nd by Larry Krause.  All said aye.  A “Notice of Disallowance of claim

against Lake Pewaukee Sanitary District” was signed by the Commission and will be sent to Mr.  & Mrs.  Berers  by  certified &  registered mail.  
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Following a discussion on the request for a boathouse drain connection for PWT 934075, Supt. Shong said he rejected the request. 
Richard Nowacki provided the diagram for review that he received from the Pewaukee Yacht Club(PYC) of the proposed launch ramp at the Lake Building.  He has already forwarded his comments on to the PYC.    Richard will give an update at the next meeting.  
New Business – NONE 

Superintendent Report – Sewer Report – Supt. Shong reported that the other impeller was installed at Station #5.  They will also be doing an upgrade on the electric motors at Station #5.        
Supt. Shong distributed the quotes from WPS Insurance on several health policies.    Following discussion, the Commission requested :  

 1.  Get at least three (3) quotes that are also in layman’s terms
2.  What the impact on coverage would be if another employee is added to the insurance
3.  Information on a Health Savings Account.  
Acct. O’Brien offered to get another quote and do a comparison on the items the Commission requested. 

Lake Report- Supt. Shong reported that a measure tape has been ordered for the Pewaukee River dam which will be paid for by the Southeastern River Program.  Tim Barbeau, RA Smith will donate his services to shoot the grades to install the tape.  

The last weed pickup for the season was done this week.  We are now removing the equipment from the lake.

Supt. Shong distributed his draft of “Plan for implementing recommendations from Eco-Resource White Paper review”.  A more comprehensive plan will be put on the Web Site.
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The DNR will be ready to do a full fish survey starting in 2008.

A discussion was held regarding a copy of the letter received by Tammy LaBorde, Administrator for the City of Pewaukee, from a lake resident.  The Commission determined that Supt. Shong should contact the resident.

The next meeting is Tuesday, December 18, 2007 at 5:45P.M.  There being no further business brought before the board, Richard Nowacki made the motion to adjourn at 8:05P.M., Commissioner Krause 2nd. All voted Aye.
