Sewer Report – Veolia Environmental Services came and cleaned out pumping station wet wells at #3, 4, 5,6,11 & 13 with a large vacuum truck.  It did a great job.   We will have them come in the spring of 2010 to just remove the mats from the top of the wet wells.  In the fall of 2010 we will have them clean out the solid waste from the bottom of the wet wells again.  
-Charles Shong reported on the repairs required in the private sewer system at the Wimmer Brothers property. 
A discussion was held regarding private lateral maintenance and inspection in regards to Ordinance #101.  Charlie will contact other communities and report his finding’s on their policies pertaining to private laterals and any inspection requirements. 

 Lake Report-The lake cleanup crew is done for the season and all the equipment has  been winterized. 
 We have been removing buckthorn at Station #8.  The Good Tree Company came and chipped the huge pile of buckthorn.

The Commissioners requested Charles Shong get the results of the Lake Survey report from Dr. Anderson of Wisconsin Lutheran by year end.
